The program is
strengths-based, trauma-informed, culturally safe, and concurrent disorder capable care delivered
through evidence-based therapeutic interventions. The goal of the program is to provide evidence-
based treatment, education, and support, through a multidisciplinary team, to reduce problematic
substance use, and improve overall health and social wellbeing..
